All Food and merchandise stalls need to use recyclable or biodegradeable packaging . 

Food stall applications will need to enclose a copy of their food permit, available from Cookshire Council, (please allow at least 2 weeks for processing.)

If you are camping with a number of people it is suggested you camp outside of allocated stall area in designated camping areas, this is for the safety and respect of other stall holders.

If you are planning to play any amplified music at your stall, please mention this on your application as it will affect your stall placement and the wcf committee holds the right to monitor the timing of such music.

Stall holders should cooperate with other stallholders.

No subletting your stall.You will be closed down.

No playing loud amplified music without prior approval of wcf committee.

Biodegradeable and recyclable packaging to be used whenever  possible.

Wcf have the right to remove any stallholder who has breached wcf policy and guideline laws.
